The following excerpts were taken from an article | read in The Sydney Morning Herald,
written by Dr Linda Peiffer....

STEM stands for science, technology,
engineering and mathematics

The acronym STEM refers to these not as stand-alone subjects, rather as a way of thinking. STEM is
about the skills required to learn science, technology and mathematics, and how engineering and
design processes and principles are used to achieve an outcome.

Initially, students of STEM need to identify a problem. They then create possible solutions to that
problem, which can be tested. The skills are inquiry-based approaches to teaching and learning.

Common misunderstanding

Many people think that STEM means technology and coding. That is one part of the bigger picture.
Science encompasses our world and includes environmental science, marine science, chemical,
physical and earth and space sciences as well.

Professor Ian Chubb said in 2013, in his role as chief scientist: "STEM is everywhere. Our
nourishment, our safety, our homes and neighbours, our relationships with family and friends, our
health, our jobs, our leisure are all profoundly shaped by technological innovation and the discoveries
of science."

The investment in STEM

STEM is important for future generations because future jobs will require problem solving skills,
innovative and creative thinking and digital skills. Future generations need to learn how to think
critically and flexibly in order to adapt to this rapidly changing world.

The way in which STEM skills can be incorporated into the teaching and learning within Australian
schools requires support for educators at all levels.
Curriculum changes and challenges

As a result of increased spending, university curriculums are changing. For example, science has
become a pre-requisite to enter a Bachelor of Education primary or early childhood course at some
universities. In addition, coding is now being taught from Foundation to Year 10.

While both of these initiatives provide a step forward for STEM education, teachers need to be given
the support to be able to teach STEM skills in the classroom.

Yidarra’s response to the educational and societal curriculum changes and challenges, for 2018 and
moving forward, are as follows:

e Participation in the Early Learning STEM Australia (ELSA) Little Scientist pilot program
for our Kindy classes

e Science Specialist teaching PP to Yr6 with an Increased time allocation to Science
learning area in Years 4 to 6 (double science each week).

e Implementation of the new SCSA Technologies curriculum — including Design and
Technologies and Digital Technologies.

e Digital Technologies Specialist to coach and support teachers in their delivery of the
new curriculum K to Yr 6.

e Increased allocation of funds to resource and enhance STEM skills activities.

Increasing the profile and curriculum content to students, in ways that encourage curiosity and
reflection, will undoubtedly nurture their interest in real world science and encourage them to be
well-equipped to carve a career pathway of the future.

We are very excited about the possibilities 2018 will bring — as we continue to Grow, Shine, Become!
